Public Comment
There were no public comments.
Update to Arden Way Complete Streets Phase 1 – Trapezoidal Delineators 
Steve White provided an update. The trial Trapezoidal Delineators placed across the commercial driveways are performing very well and will be replicated on the opposite side of the street. The entire project is expected to be complete in Summer or Fall 2026. A site visit was proposed and will be arranged in the future. 
Update to Department of Transportation ADA Transition Plan – Audible Pedestrian Signals and Curb Ramps 
Tom Cassera provided a summary of the accessibility features identified in the SACDOT Transition Plan of 2020. They have made significan progress on the multi year plan. Decreased Federal funding will likely slow progress to a degree. Discussion ensued regarding Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons (RRFB) at pedestrian crossing. Mr. Cassera stated that it is SACDOT policy to not use them due to accessibility concerns.
